All team members are required to attend each practice,
unless prior arrangements have been made with the head
coach. It is essential that athletes do their best to avoid
scheduling appointments  or trips during practice time .
Where needed, special considerations are made for
religious instruction that may create unavoidable conflict

with the practice schedule .

On school days when no games are scheduled, practice times
are as follows :

Upper School Varsity & Junior Varsity practices will begin at
3:20 p.m. although some practices may begin at 3:00 p.m.
depending on facility availability . (Participation at this level
Includes Friday and weekend activity .)




Game schedules are developed in advance of the
upcoming season. All league and non -league
schedules are established by the Athletic Director. In
general, Upper school teams play 2 I 3 times per
week. Team sports are usually scheduled with JV
playing first followed by Varsity.
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Upper School Varsity : At the Varsity level, selection of starting
positions and allotment of playing time recognize the realities of
interscholastic  competition and the rigor of athletics . Our
coaches strive to create the best competitive game situation .
Therefore, ability and experience, as judged by the coach and
staff, determine starting positions and playing time .

Upper School Junior Varsity : Junior Varsity play strives to provide
an opportunity for skill development, quality competitive play and
preparation for future varsity play. Coaches at this level will
make every effort to have players participate in each game with
an understanding that, for some players, the amount of playing
time could be limited and could vary from game to game. In
evaluating a player, a coach considers level of commitment as
seen in attendance record, effort in games and practices and
demonstration  of skill .

Skill development Is an objective at the Upper
School Varsity level, but greater emphasis IS
placed on competltlon for league
championships . The objective for Junior
Varsity Is similar, however, more emphasis IS

placed on participation and skill development .
League championships are not recognized at
the Junior Varsity level. Athletes can expect
Junior Varsity play to be an acceptable level
of high school competition and Iin many
cases, a preview of  future varsity
competition




Playee EXpeptationsions

Players who miss scheduled practices without an excuse and
without advance notice to the head coach risk being unable to
participate in the competitions . Continued unexcused absences
could result in loss of sport credit .

Absences due to illness or injury are excused if there has been a
clear communication  with the head coach. Any return to
participation after an injury or illness is at the discretion of the
Athletic Trainer .

If a player is tardy to practice, the player must bring a note from
an adult explaining the lateness .

All students are required to have the necessary forms on file with
the Athletic Trainer before they will allowed to participate in the
first practice session .

Dismissals for game times as well as estimated return times will
be posted on the TMS website . All game times and dates are
subject to change. Although this occurs infrequently, when it
does it is due to circumstances beyond the control of the Athletic
Department




Players must be in school by 8:00 a.m. on game days or they
cannot participate in a game that day without special permission
from the Athletic Director . This exemption is expected to be
obtained in advance .

Players dismissed early from class for games must make
arrangements  with their teachers prior to dismissal to make up
any missed work and/or complete tests or quizzes. Before they
leave for their games, players are responsible for submitting all
work due in class on that day.

Transportation to away games is provided by the School. Players

must return on the van or bus unless they are going home with a
parent or guardian who has communicated directly with the Head
Coach. A player wishing to go home with another t e a mma-t
parent or guardian must have written permission from his or her
own parent or guardian .

In some circumstances, Upper School players will be permitted
to drive themselves to away games, provided the necessary form
Is on file with the Athletic Office .




Students need to arrange for transportation home at the
conclusion of practice and/or after games .

Team members are expected to conduct themselves in
accordance with Athletic Department policies, the S c h o oHorios
Code and TMS guidelines . Inappropriate behavior  during
practice, games or trips will NOT be tolerated .

Players are responsible for maintaining their own equipment and
uniforms . Most sports will require the student to provide or
purchase some equipment or supplies . Coaches will inform team
members of these needs at the start of the season. Some sports
require students to provide for their own personal equipment
(i.e., golf clubs, racquets, baseball/softball gloves, etc.)

School -owned uniforms must be returned to the Coach on the last
day of the season. Students failing to return all equipment
and/or uniforms will be billed accordingly . Parents and players
should be aware of the higher cost of purchasing a single
replacement uniform . Report card and transcripts will be held
until all uniforms are returned or until payment for replacements
has been made .




A Varsity letter will be awarded to Upper School players who meet
the criteria as described by each Varsity Head Coach.

There will be no eligibility determination the first 3 weeks of each semester .

Beginning in the 4% week of each semester and each week thereafter a student will
be ineligible if he/she receives a progress report indicating that his/her semester
grade to date in any class is an fi F or a progress report indicating that they have
two or more fi D Ois any of their subjects .

Any student who has been placed on Academic Probation or Academic Warning will
automatically be considered ineligible .

The Ineligibility List will be determined on Friday of every week and will be e-mailed
to that s e a s ocoxles .

Students placed on ineligibility are considered ineligible for the entire week
beginning on the Monday following being placed on the list and ending on Saturday
of that week .

Any student put on the ineligibility list will remain on the list until a progress report
Is issued showing that that student has fulfilled the requirements to bring the
offending grade up and can be removed from the list.

Any student who remains on the ineligibility list for 3 consecutive weeks will be
dropped from the team roster.
